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1. WELCOME Please note two changes:

_ the Veterans Singles has been combined with Event 4 and the
Women’s Scholastic Eights has moved to Event 7 and the subsequent events are
renumbered):

_ Open, Masters and Veteran competitors may now enter any
combination of events, sweep or sculls, for which they are eligible. We regret that owing
to the existing volume of entries in Scholastic and Collegiate events, we must continue to
restrict Scholastic and Collegiate competitors (excepting coxswains) to entering ONE
EVENT ONLY per competitor. See Entry Rule 5.3.

The University Barge Club of Philadelphia hosts the regatta in partnership with the
Fairmount Park Commission and with the help of several valued sponsors. We welcome all
competitors, coaches, friends, families and spectators. Our goal is to provide you an excellent day
of racing.

The 2007 Thomas Eakins Head of the Schuylkill Regatta is rowed over a course of
approximately 2.5 miles on the Schuylkill River in Fairmount Park, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. 
The 2007 regatta will take place Saturday, October 27.

For regatta information and downloadable entry and waiver forms, visit our Web site at
http://www.hosr.org. You can also e-mail help@hosr.org, call (215) 514-0999.  You must enter
online via www.roninracing.com where the Head of the Schuylkill (HOSR) waiver form also is
downloadable.  However, entries made online with Ronin Racing will be treated as conditional
until Ronin Racing confirms that you have paid on-line by credit card, or we receive your Ronin
Racing invoice in the mail, along with all applicable entry fees in US dollars. Remember, we must
receive your complete entry and your payment before our strict entry deadline.

In the interest of conducting a safe and fair regatta for everyone, we expect every
competitor and coach to read, fully understand and follow all our rules and procedures. Please
do read them carefully. 

2. COURSE

The course will be rowed DOWNRIVER  IN THE CENTER LANES (the Racing
Lane).  The Start will be at the 2000 meter mark below the Twin Bridges and the finish will be
about 200 meters below Girard Bridge.  The row up to the start for boats launching from
Boathouse Row is upstream along the West Bank.  The row up to the start for boats launching
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at Angels and the Canoe Club is upstream along the East Bank.  There will be a row of buoys
marking off the Racing Lane from the East Bank upstream lane.  East Bank Starters must stay to
the East of these buoys (keep the buoys on your left) or you will be disqualified.  The row back
for Boathouse Row Starters is straight back to the boathouses from the finish.   The row back
for Canoe Club Starters is upstream along the WEST Bank: these boats will cross the
river to get back to the Canoe Club just above Peters Island, AT THE DIRECTION OF
THE MARSHALS, and will row the remaining distance to the Canoe Club upstream
along the EAST Bank.  The row back for Angels Starters is upstream along the EAST
Bank.  Racers will come downstream in the Racing Lane – there will be boats going upstream
on both sides.  CAREFULLY REVIEW THE COURSE MAP on our website www.hosr.org. 
The map also will be available at registration.

There will be two launching sites for out-of-town boats arriving by trailer.  One site is at
the Canoe Club, the other site is on the east bank at the Angels, below Columbia Avenue Railroad
Bridge.  This last site will be the regatta’s main location for vending, concessions and hospitality.

3. BOATING AND LINE-UP

To enhance spectator enjoyment and competitor satisfaction, we intend to start the boats
in each race in bow number order.  To achieve that, we request that the boats for each race at each
of the launching docks launch in bow number order.  So if you are standing in line to launch with
a higher bow number than a boat behind you, please let it pass.  Then, starting at Strawberry
Mansion Bridge and up to the basin below Twin Bridges, Marshalls will hold boats with higher
bow numbers to let boats with lower bow numbers go up-river.  By the time boats for each race
enter the down-river starting chute, they should be in correct numerical order.

4. SAFETY

We have two requirements to enhance race day safety.  First, if a boat capsizes, the crew
will be given a medical examination and will not race in that race.  Second, any scholastic,
freshman or novice crew must be accompanied by a responsible adult who will sign a form at
registration warranting that the athletes have appropriate boat-handling and racing skills for
participating in a major regatta.

5. HOW TO ENTER

5.1. Our entry deadline is 6:00 p.m., Friday, October 12, 2007.  If you are a late
entry, after 6:00 p.m. October 12, 2007 but before 6:00 p.m., Friday, October 19, 2007, you
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will pay double the entry fee to participate.  No entries whatsoever will be accepted after
Friday, October 19, 2007, and there will be no wait list for any Event after that date.

5.2. All entries must be submitted through www.roninracing.com.  All waivers MUST
be on HOSR forms – generic waiver forms are NOT acceptable.  Download the forms from our
www.roninracing.com Web site, or www.hosr.org.

5.3. Select the Event(s) you wish to enter (see Section 6, ORDER OF EVENTS.) Our
general rule is that, coxswains excepted, individuals may only race in one Scholastic or Collegiate
Event at our regatta. Open, master and veteran rowers and scullers may row in any number of
events.  Recreational rowers may compete in additional Events for which they are eligible.

5.4. Carefully check our fees, entry, waiver, scratch, classification and eligibility rules
in Sections 7 through 12 below. Fill out the forms accordingly, supplying all the information
requested (fill out both sides of the entry form, please.)

5.5. Unless submitted through Ronin Racing, mail your waiver forms, which must be
accompanied by all the applicable fees in U.S. Dollars unless payment was made in full  through
Ronin Racing, to Director of Entries, Head of the Schuylkill Regatta, 7-8 Boat House Row,
Philadelphia, PA 19130.

THE ENTRY DEADLINE IS 6:00 P.M. FRIDAY, OCTOBER 12, 2007.  FINAL
DEADLINE (Double Entry Fees after 6:00 p.m., October 12, 2007) IS 6:00 P.M. FRIDAY,
OCTOBER 19, 2007.  NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS LAST DATE. 

EVENTS FILL QUICKLY, SO PLEASE APPLY RIGHT AWAY.

7. ENTRY FEES

Singles: $50.00; Doubles and Pairs: $60.00; Fours and Quads: $75.00; Eights: $85.00.
Fees must be paid in U.S. dollars. If you do not send proof of insurance coverage at the time of
your entry (a copy of your certificate of insurance will do) the regatta will provide insurance
coverage at a charge of $5.00 per seat.  If you do not pay online through Ronin Racing, please
send us a check payable to “Head of the Schuylkill Regatta.” We will not accept entries that are
not accompanied by the required entry fees by the October 13, 2007 6:00 p.m. deadline, or
double entry fees after 6:00 p.m., October 13 to before 6:00 p.m., October 20, 2007. 

8. ENTRY RULES

8.1. We accept all entries on a first-come, first-served basis. For prizes to be awarded,
a minimum of three entries is required for each Event or subcategory.  The regatta committee may
combine or cancel Events or subcategories of Events in its sole discretion. We will return all
incomplete, illegible or otherwise incorrect entries, as well as any that lack the required entry fee,
with a brief explanation. These entries must be resubmitted, complete and accurate, by the
October 12 entry deadline, or by the October 19 double entry fee deadline, and will be accepted
so long as the applications are corrected and the entry fees appropriate to each entry period are
paid.

8.2. The first five finishers in each of last year’s Events will be comparably seeded in
the Event IF each finisher submits a complete and accurate entry form on time.  This provision
applies to organizations and single rowers only, not to composite crews.

8.3. At the entry closing date, we will fill each Event in the order described above. We
reserve the right to limit the number of boats that we accept in any Event to a number we feel we
can safely and prudently handle on the course. In Events with subcategories that are
oversubscribed, we will determine the number of boats in each subcategory in proportion to the
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total entries received. We will return the entry fee of any entry we are unable to accept because
of oversubscription. As soon as possible after the entry closing date, we will mail an acceptance
notice and packet to all the entries we have received and accepted.

9. RELEASE AND WAIVER FORMS

9.1. Each competitor must execute an official HOSR Rowing Release and Waiver of
Liability, Assumption of Risk and Indemnity Agreement (the “Waiver”) in order to row in our
regatta. Among other things, the Waiver releases the Head of the Schuylkill Regatta from all
liability claims, damages and losses.  Generic waivers are NOT acceptable.  The HOSR Waiver is
downloadable from our web site www.hosr.org or from www.roninracing.com. 

9.2. At registration, if not sent in with the Entry Form, the regatta committee must
receive an executed HOSR Waiver Form for each participating competitor in every entered boat,
and the Entry Form at registration must report exactly the declared line-up for that boat. We will
not accept “blanket” waivers intended to cover one or multiple entries.

9.3. Please also NOTE that all competitors who are minors (under 18) must have their
HOSR Waiver executed by their parent and/or legal guardian. No exceptions.

10. SCRATCHES, SWITCHES, SUBSTITUTIONS AND NO-SHOWS

10.1. We will refund the entry fee of any entry scratched in writing before the entry-
closing deadline of 6:00 p.m. on Friday, October 12, 2007. We will not refund the entry fee for
any entry withdrawn after this date.

10.2. We regard any entry scratched after Friday, October 12, 2007 as a complete
withdrawal from the regatta for all individual competitors who would have rowed in that boat. 
Whatever the reason, if you withdraw from one Event, you cannot row in another.

10.3. After the Initial Entry Deadline (October 12, 2007), no boat will be allowed to
switch its Event or subcategory.

10.4. No substitution is allowed for single boats.  No substitution exceeding fifty
percent (50%) of the rowers is permitted for any other boats.  The names of all substitute
rowers, accompanied by HOSR Waiver Forms, must be submitted in writing to the regatta
committee prior to racing.
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10.5. Entrants who do not show up on race day may be prohibited from participating in
our regatta the following year.

11. CLASSIFICATION RULES

11.1. Scholastic. A scholastic rower, scullery or coxswain is one who will not be more
than 20 years old by December 31, 2007 and who is enrolled full time at a high school or
equivalent entity (such as a private secondary school.)

11.2. College Freshman/Novice. A college freshman rower is one who is enrolled full
time in his/her first year of undergraduate study at a college or university. A college novice rower
is one who is enrolled full time in undergraduate study at a college or university and who, on
regatta day, has not been rowing competitively for more than 12 months.

11.3. Club. The club category is limited to persons (including coxswains) who in any
sculling or sweep-oared Event (master and veteran Events excepted) meet the following criteria.
Did not finish high enough to earn a medal in the preceding year’s Head of the Schuylkill Regatta.
During the current calendar year did not compete beyond the quarter finals of the Henley Royal
Regatta. Did not finish among the top six places in the San Diego Crew Classic, Dad Vail, EARC
or EAWRC Sprints, Pacific Coast Rowing Championships, NCAA Championships, IRA, or
Canadian Henley. Did not finish among the top six places in any major international regatta such
as Lucerne-Rotsee, any national, international or world championships or any national team
selection trials.

11.4. Masters and Veterans. Age as of December 31, 2007, rounded down to the highest
contained integer, governs, as applicable, both the age-group category and the time adjustment of
a given boat in our Veterans Events. All Masters competitors must be at least 30 years old and
Veterans Singles scullers (Events 4e and 4f) must be at least 60. In crews, however, the average
age of the rowers will determine the crew’s maximum age-group classification and, for Veterans,
its time adjustment in relation to other crews. A Masters or Veterans single sculler or crew may
compete in a lower (younger) age category.  No Masters single sculler or crew may compete in a
higher (older) age category.

11.5. Time Adjustment (or "Handicap"). Only Veterans Events are time-adjusted. A
table showing the time adjustments for any given age is available on our website.

11.6. Lightweights. Lightweight men singles scullers must not weigh more than 160 lbs.
Lightweight men’s crews must average 160 lbs. and must not contain any individual rower or
sculler over 165 lbs. Lightweight women rowers and scullers must not weigh more than 135 lbs,
nor contain an individual over 140 lbs.  For weigh-in information, see Section 13 below.
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12. . ELIGIBILITY AND LINE-UP RULES

12.1. Scholastic Eligibility. To protect their future collegiate athletic eligibility,
athletes representing a high school or equivalent entity (as defined in Section 11.1 above) may
only participate in Scholastic Events. Scholastic rowers and scullers may select one such Event in
which to compete. Scholastic coxswains may compete more than once, but only in Scholastic
Events. Scholastic Events are closed to all other athletes.

12.2. General Eligibility. All non-scholastic athletes are eligible for any Event for
which they are otherwise qualified.

12.3. In sweep Events, any given organization may enter up to two boats per Event or
subcategory. There is no limit on the number of entries a given organization may make in
sculling Events.

12.4. Masters, Veterans and Singles entries must specifically identify the line-up on the
entry form. No substitutions may be made in Masters or Veterans Events after the entry deadline
of October 12, 2007. No substitutions may be made in Singles Events at any time.

12.5. Except for Masters, Veterans and Singles Events, the line-up of individual
crewmembers need not be identified on an entry form when it is originally submitted, but it must
be declared at registration.

13. REGISTRATION

13.1. You must weigh in if necessary (see 14.3 below), register and obtain the correct
bow marker(s) for your boat(s) no later than one hour before the published start time of your
Event(s).

13.2. Scullers and crew representatives may register and sign out bow markers at Lloyd
Hall, Boathouse Row on Friday, October 26, 6:00 - 8:00 p.m. or Saturday, October 27, 6:30 -
10:30 a.m.

13.3. Lightweight competitors must weigh in before registering, but may do so either
day, same hours, same location.

For late registration or weigh in (after 10:30 a.m. Saturday, October 27) report to Regatta
headquarters at the Finish Line. A late registration/weigh-in fee of double the entry fee per boat will
be charged.
.
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13.4. Traffic and Parking. For your safety and protection, all participants must
observe the traffic and parking regulations instituted by the Philadelphia Police and the regatta
organizing committee on the day before, and the day of, the regatta, including at registration and
weigh in. Please do not park in locations marked as NO PARKING.  WARNING:  Vehicles
parked on Kelly Drive after 6:00 p.m. will be ticketed and towed.

14. EQUIPMENT

14.1. All boats racing in our regatta must have their assigned bow marker firmly fixed to
the bow so that the entire marker is clearly visible on both sides.  All boats must also be
equipped with a protective bow ball.

14.2. If a boat is fitted with shoes, it must have, in working order, a device on each shoe
that facilitates the quick release of the athlete’s foot in an emergency.

14.3. A boat in which the body of the coxswain is enclosed or partially enclosed within
the hull of the boat shall conform to the following requirements:

14.3.1. The opening through which the coxswain enters and exits shall be at least
2.30 feet (70 cm.) long when measured along the longitudinal axis of the boat.  For a length of at
least 1.64 feet (50 cm.), the opening shall be as wide as the inner hull of the boat itself.

14.3.2. The inner surface within which the coxswain’s body rests shall be smooth
and free of any obstacles, devices, or other structures that would hinder quick exit.

14.4. Classification of Recreational Singles.  Class 1 boats are 19 ft. 0 in. maximum
length, 40 lbs. Minimum weight.  Example:  Alden Ocean Shell.  Class 2 boats are 22 ft. 0 in.
maximum length, 38 lbs. Minimum weights.  Examples:  Maas Aero, Martin Trainer, Alden Star.
 Class 3 boats are 25 ft. 2 in. maximum length, 38 lbs. Minimum weight.  Examples:  Maas 24,
Vespoli Comp.  A single shell that is longer than 25 ft. 2 in. or that weighs less than 38 lbs. is not
considered recreational.  Length is measured bow to stern, along the deck, excluding the bow ball,
if fitted.  Weight is measured on a dry, fully rigged boat, excluding electronics, safety and
personal gear.

15. RESULTS AND AWARDS

15.1. As soon as possible after each Event we will post results at the Canoe Club and
Angels launching sites, and at other locations.  Results will become official as soon as all
investigations of infractions and disputes have been conducted.
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15.2. Following the regatta, all results will be rechecked for accuracy before being
declared final.  Final results will be posted on our web site and also will be made available to
USRowing, Rowing News, row2k.com and the Schuylkill Navy web site.

15.3. Medals.  Based on the official results, first and second place medals for morning
events can be picked up at the Information Booth at the Angels.  Other medals will be awarded
and mailed to the designated representatives of all first- and second-place finishers in all Events
without subcategories or subcategories of each Event, provided at least three boats entered (not
started) any Event or subcategory of Event.

17. REGATTA CANCELLATION

In the event the regatta has to be cancelled, or terminated before all races are rowed, there
will be NO REFUNDS and no credits for future HOS Regatta’s.
